EARLY INDIAN ROYAL DYNASTIES IN THE EPIC, PURANIC AND
CLASSICAL TRADITIONS

The Indian campaigns of Dionysos and Heracles are being analyzed for more than 200 years from the
point of view of their identification with certain heroes of ancient Indian religious tradition. In fact this
story was formed following the stercotypes of the ancient Greek ethnographical tradition: the key interest
of its re-teller — mostly Megasthenes — was not the cult of any particular god in India — but the beginning
of Indian history and its first royal dynasties. The following circumstances are to be taken into
consideration: the way of communication of Megasthenes with his Indian informants presumed large
simplification of the information he received, one must strictly distinguish the data of the biographers of
Alexander the Great from the information of Megasthenes and later contributors. If so, this story must go
back to the corresponding source of information in Indian tradition, but some its basic features could be
found at the non-brahmanical peoples of the North-Western India (e.g. the kafirs). The only possibility to
find it is the supposition that as such the information on the rite of consecration of the Indian kings —
rajasiiya — was used and on the main concept of the royal power — «vijaya». The story of the first
fulfillment of this rite by Prthu was the foundation of the story about the conquest of India by Dionysos.
The function of the «cultural hero» may be also traced on the material of rajasiya: a newly consecrated
king had to introduce the civilized way of life, whose features perfectly coincide with the details of
Dionysos' activity and the image of India before the coming of Dionysos is very similar to what was said
about wildness of the world before the Prthu's consecration in the rajasaya rite. The establishment of the
cult of Dionysos corresponds to the restitution of the Vedic sacrifice abolished by the tyrant Vena —
father of Prthu. The conquest of India by Heracles is to be treated as the fulfillment of this rite by
another king. The appearance of «Indian Heracles» reflects the coming to power of the new dynasty —
that of the Pandavas. If so, the first Indian dynasty in classical tradition would reflect the following
sequence of the kings: Dionysos-Prthu — Spatemba-Soma — Budia-Budha, his son — Kradeva-Kurudeva
(not Pururvas, as commonly assumed) ~ a generalized character, symbolizing the end of the power of the
Kauravas — Heracles-the coming to power of the Pandavas.

An alternative solution of the problem of the «dog-headed» people is proposed. The author pays atten-
tion to the similarity of the characteristic features of the «kuvoké@alot» and pandas. «KalvoTpLoi» ~
an Indian designation of the «dog-headed people»; the first part of this word is to be interpreted as
coming back to kartsa, the second — either to rasvtrah (thus meaning «kingdom of Karushas») or to stri
(headed by women), anyway «KaXboTpLoL » are very close to the inhabitants of Kleisobora — city of the
Karushas, the worshipers of Heracles. Karushas were the people designated by the Greeks and Romans as
pandes. «Kuvvoké@aho» was nothing more than a nickname of the people whose speaking reminded to
the Greeks the dogs’ vowing. If so, the country of Heracles falls to the region to the North of Mathura.
